Because God calls us to be a community of faith, I covenant with God, adult advisors, 
Conference and Camp Staff and other youth participants to conduct our life together at 
The Plunge 2008 in a manner that promotes respect and love in a community of faith. 
 
I will participate in all activities, working together to learn and grow from my experience 
at The Plunge. 
 
I will treat all people with dignity and respect, and I will find appropriate ways to ensure 
that I am treated respectfully. 
 
If I hurt or accidentally damage 
Pilgrim Camp’s property, I will take responsibility for the damage done and inform my 
advisor or a staff person right away. 
 
I will not smoke. 
 
I will not bring or use alcohol and/or illicit drugs. Prescribed drugs must be left with an 
adult leader. 
 
I will not engage in inappropriate sexual activity. 
 
I will observe the following guidelines for visiting the rooms of others: 
 1. Doors must stay open at all times. 
 2. Visitation hours are during free time and before “light out”. 
 
I will be mindful of my roommates’ right to privacy. 
I will honor the curfew and will be in my room for “lights out”. 
I will not leave the camp grounds without permission. 
 
I realize that violation of this covenant could mean that I would be sent home before the 
event’s conclusion.
